If you are accepted to AGU, you are required to have the residence status “student”.

Students who currently hold the residence status “student”.   

Please apply for an extension of period of stay at the Immigration Bureau of Japan in accordance with the expiration of your current 

status of residence. The procedure requires a Letter of Admission. After completing payment for tuition and fees and the admission 

procedures, apply for an issuance of a Letter of Admission through the International Center’s website. The procedure for this 

application will be stated in the admissions procedure guideline. Issuance for Letters of Admission will start beginning Friday, 

January 10, 2020. However, a student who passes the entrance examination but is not attending any educational institution for over 

3 months will have their status of residence revoked based on the revocation of status of residence system. In this case, follow the 

procedures for students without a status of residence. 

 

Students with a status other than “student” . 

If you currently have a long-term resident status in Japan other than that of student, it is necessary to change your status to student. 

You must submit an application for change of resident status. This procedure requires a Letter of Admission. After completing 

payment for tuition and fees and the admission procedures, apply for an issuance for a Letter of Admission from the International 

Center’s website. The procedure for this application will be stated in the admissions procedure guideline. Issuance for Letters of 

Admission will begin Friday, January 10, 2020. 

In principle, however, students who entered Japan with a status of temporary visitor are not allowed to change residence status 

within Japan and will be handled the same as the following students who do not have the status of residence. For this situation,

Students who do not have the status of residence in Japan, or who have entered Japan with the status of temporary visitor must 

apply for a student residence status at the Japanese Embassy or consulate in their home country after they receive a Certificate of 

Eligibility. A Certificate of Eligibility must be applied for from the Immigration Bureau of Japan in person or through a representative 

within Japan. A Certificate of Eligibility requires 1.5-2 months after application to be issued, be sure to time your applications 

accordingly. 

For those who reside outside of Japan and who do not have a representative within Japan, AGU may apply for a Certificate of 

Eligibility as your representative at the Immigration Bureau. If you wish for AGU to apply on your behalf carefully read the 

International Student’s page on the International Center’s website (http://web.iec.aoyama.ac.jp/) and send the required 

documents to the International Center. 

*Only those who have completed the admissions procedures and have fully paid tuition and fees are eligible to request AGU to 

act as their representative. 

 

Notes 

Students who have enrolled in a Japanese language education institution or advanced vocational school (Japanese language 

school, Japanese language department of college, junior college, and other vocational technical school) 

When applying for an extension of period of stay or a change in status of residence, you will be required to submit a certificate of 

attendance and a transcript by the Immigration Bureau of Japan. Should there be any issues with your current school such as your 

attendance or grades your application may not be approved. Be sure to maintain your school record and attendance even after 

passing the entrance examination to AGU, and please refrain from voluntarily withdrawing. Also note that even with a residence 

status of student, if you do not do attend classes at your school for more than 3 months or if you voluntarily withdraw, your status 

of residence will be revoked based on the revocation of status of residence system.
