Housing Information for Exchange Students

This is the housing information for exchange students studying at Aoyama Campus. Please check the
information on each option below. The International Center strongly recommends choosing one of the
recommended dormitories, “Dormy,” as your housing option because of its safety and security (a dorm manager
resides in the building) and relatively reasonable total fees. However, the available rooms are limited, so we
recommend you apply for Dormy soon. Please note that students are responsible for making a contract with
each agent.

Additional costs such as a deposit, key money, and room cleaning fees may be required when renting an
apartment in Japan. If one of the dormitories is not your option, we recommend that exchange students stay in
a shared house, where the contract process is relatively simple, and the contract costs are low compared to an

apartment.
If you have questions about a specific dormitory or the application process, please contact the

management company of the relevant agent.
