Housing Information for Exchange Students

This is the housing information for exchange students who will be studying at Sagamihara Campus. Please
check the information of each option and check flyers as attached. AGU strongly recommends to choose the on-
campus “Aoyama Gakuin University Student Dormitory” as your housing option, in terms of safety and security
(a dorm manager resides in the building), and the total fees are relatively reasonable. For the off-campus
recommended dormitories, there are choices such as Diakonia Hashimoto or Dormy Sagamiono. The number of

available rooms are limited, so please apply for the dormitory of your choice within the deadline. Please note

that students are responsible to make contract with each agent. Make sure to make your decision before arriving
in Japan. Exchange students are required by law to complete the resident registration within 14 days of arriving
in Japan. Therefore, accommodations such as Hotels and Airbnb, where resident registration cannot be
completed, are not acceptable as a housing option.

exchange@aoyamagakuin.jp). If you have any questions regarding each dormitory or application, please

directly contact the management company of each dormitory. International Center cannot answer any
questions about this.

For students from Kasetsart University, Srinakharinwirot University, Thammasat University, UTAR,
nominated for the School of Global Studies and Collaboration: exchange students will live in Aoyama Gakuin
University Student Dormitory (On-campus dormitory, all single rooms, gender-separated floors, meal plan
included). According to the dormitory waiver agreement signed between the universities, dormitory fees will be

paid by AGU, except for the mandatory meal plan and Wi-Fi (and any damage fee). Menus are in Japanese and

allergy; vegetarian menus are not available. Make sure to read the details about the on-campus dormitory

below.

1. Aoyama Gakuin University Student Dormitory (Owned by AGU)

a. Overview

Since it is an on-campus dormitory, students can go to class in just a few minutes! You will be living with
other AGU students so you will have more opportunities to make friends. Meals are provided but
convenience stores and supermarkets are also close by. It takes a 7 minutes’ walk to reach the nearest train
station.

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Rent

Monthly rent is JPY 72,600 (meal plan and maintenance fees included).

Admission fee is JPY 40,000.

The payment should be made through contracting company, Kyoritsu Maintenance, Co., Ltd.

Meal Plan

Breakfast and dinner are provided from Monday to Saturday.

The dining hall within the dormitory “Aogaku Shokudo” will be closed on Sundays, national holidays,
winter holidays and other long breaks.

It is MANDATORY to take the meal plan.

Allergy, vegetarian menus are not available; however, there is a small shared kitchen on each floor. A
microwave, a toaster and an induction cooktop can be used by the residents.

Menu details are only in Japanese.
Facilities

Single rooms are provided for each student. They are furnished with a bed, a closet, desk and chair,
curtains, air conditioner, shower and toilet, a mini refrigerator.

Shared facilities include coin-operated washing and drying machines, public bath, pianos, TV, and
common space.
Rules

Cancellations or dormitory changes will not be accepted after the application has been approved. Make
sure to read all of the information before you apply.

A dorm manager resides in the building.

Smoking and drinking are prohibited inside the dorm.

AGU decides which room will be used and students are not allowed to move to a different room or to
exchange rooms.

Family and friends cannot go into the students’ room or stay over.

Diakonia Hashimoto (Dormitory managed by Kyoritsu Maintenance, Co., Ltd.)
